NORTHERN GATEWAY TOLL ROAD

The NZ Transport Agency (NZTA) would like to hear your views on whether motorcyclists should pay a toll to
use the toll road, just like other motorists.

Everyone who uses the toll road enjoys the
benefits of the straighter, quicker route.
Motorcyclists equally benefit from the
shorter travel time, safer motorway and fuel
cost savings.

Up until now, motorcyclists have not been
charged to use New Zealand's first fully
electronic toll road. However, the NZTA

is considering whether it will be fairer for
everyone if a toll is charged to motorcyclists
when they use the road as well. The toll is
likely to be the same as for other motorists.
This is currently set at $2 each way.

A popular gateway to the north

Within the first six months of opening, the toll road was the preferred route north for almost 2 million
vehicles. Of this 25,000 were motorcycles which is around one percent of all traffic. In comparison, around
700,000 vehicles chose to take the free route via Orewa during the same period.

To enable early completion and opening of the toll road so motorists

construction costs. The revenue that is collected from tolling is used for a single trip or by 50 percent between Silverdale and Puhoi)

to repay this debt. When the debt is repaid, the toll will be removed.

* More direct and safer travel between Auckland and Northland
Charging motorcyclists to use the road will contribute to repaying

the debt. The toll collection system has been designed to be used * Bypasses normal congestion spots
by all road users and can capture the information from all legal .

A straighter road with safer passing

Everyone can still choose between using the toll road or the free
route via Orewa. It doesn't cost anything to use the free route and
you can access it by exiting SH1 via Waiwera or Silverdale.
