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New Manukau motorway extension nears completion
The project to extend State Highway 20 and link with State Highway 1 in Manukau is nearly completed.

The final stages of the NZ Transport Agency’s SH20-1 Manukau Extension project are now being worked on and motorists will be able to travel on the new motorway later this year.

With interchanges at SH1, Lambie Drive and Cavendish Drive, the new motorway will provide faster connections for Manukau businesses and communities. A direct link from SH1 at Manukau will give a much faster trip to Auckland International Airport. Goods will be able to flow out to markets faster and Manukau businesses will become easier to get to for customers and staff.

“Providing connections on this part of SH20 and SH1 will bring real gains for exporters and our commercial freight users who depend on travel reliability to get to the airport on time,” says the NZTA’s State Highways Manager for Auckland Tommy Parker.

The new motorway will have a positive impact on Great South Road and Wiri Station Road as through traffic will be able to bypass central Manukau, leaving these and other local roads freer and safer.

The new motorway makes up the key southern section of the Western Ring Route (together with SH20 Manukau Harbour Crossing) which will provide an alternative route to SH1 across the Auckland region.

The project also includes completing the earthworks for the new Manukau rail link which is being constructed for KiwiRail. The rail link and station is scheduled to open in early 2011 and will connect Manukau city centre with Auckland’s rail network.
