(xxx) neighbourhood accessibility plan classroom questionnaire 
Neighbourhood Accessibility Planning is a transport project aiming to make journeys around (xxx)  community easier and safer for active transport users (eg pedestrians, cyclists, wheelchair users, skateboarders) and shared transport users (eg those using buses, trams, trains, family car with three or more people, carpools). The working group for the project is seeking information from all students on their current transport methods to and from school.  This will assist the group in preparing a proposal that takes into account the needs of everyone living in the community.
We ask that the teacher for each class complete the chart overleaf. 

How to fill in the chart
1. We suggest asking for a show of hands each day, so that you can count who does what. 
Remind children that for each day of the week, how they get to and from school may vary depending on the weather, whether their parents are working, if they are going to someone else’s house, or if they have a before or after school activity.  
Ask the children to put their hands up when they hear the type of transport they used for the longest part of their trip. Do this for both morning and afternoon trips to and from school.

· ‘Number shared car’ means a car that is shared with brothers or sisters that also attend the school, or with friends that also attend school (if the student comes with more people than just the driver, but those people are not attending the school then record in the ‘number car’ box).

· ‘Number other’ means any mode not mentioned 
· ‘Number absent’ equates to the number of students absent from the classroom at the time the question was asked.  

· ‘Total students’ must equal the number of students in the class.
2. Teachers are also required to record the weather for the time of day that the students are travelling to and from school.
Choose from any of the following weather conditions (can be a combination) to best describe the type of weather when students are travelling to/from school. (Use the following letter references on the chart.)
