	Objective of this module
	To strengthen participants’ ability to recognise hazards, decide on appropriate action and act to avoid crashes by analysing the factors affecting safety in driving situations where senior road users are at greatest risk. 

	Key content
	Safe driving requires all drivers to constantly assess the traffic conditions around them and to quickly:

· recognise hazardous situations
· decide on appropriate actions

· act to avoid a crash. 
(Note: This is key content of module KS 3 How ageing affects your safety.)
The six key factors affecting safety are: Weather (rain, fog, ice, snow, wind), road (narrow, winding, hilly, bumpy, slippery surface, loose metal, adverse camber, barriers, road signs), light (bright sunlight, glaring headlights, too much light, too little light), traffic (heavy, light, fast, slow, holiday traffic, no traffic), vehicle (bald tyres, faulty windscreen wipers, brakes, steering, overloaded, towing, no WoF) and driver (fatigue, drugs, short temper).
Participants analyse driving situations where senior road users are at greatest risk (in photos).

	Proposed delivery plan for this module

	· Introduction:

· Explain that this activity will allow participants to analyse driving situations where senior road users are at greatest risk so they can recognise hazards, decide on appropriate action and act to avoid a crash.

· Explain that there will be several small group discussions, followed by a whole group summary.

· Have written on the whiteboard or show from PowerPoint: 
                    Vital driving skills:

· recognise hazardous situations

· decide on appropriate actions

· act to avoid a crash.

· Explain the importance of these driving skills and that participants will shortly use them to analyse driving situations. 

· Have written on the whiteboard or show from PowerPoint: 
The six key factors affecting safety:

· Weather

· Road

· Light

· Traffic

· Vehicle

· Driver.

· Explain the relevance of these factors and that participants will shortly consider these factors when analysising driving situations.  

· Break into small groups (3-5 participants in each). Distribute the photo D1 to each group or show from PowerPoint. 

· Ask each group to discuss the factors that affect safety in the photo. Explain that this is the recognition driving skill. Ask them to record their answers on the BS 3 worksheet.

· Ask each group to identify what might happen in the next few seconds. Explain that this is the decision-making driving skill. Ask them to record their answers on the BS 3 worksheet.

· Ask each group to decide on a safe course of action for each road user. Explain that this is the action driving skill. Ask them to record their answers on the BS 3 worksheet.

· Have each small group report their answers to the whole group. Record these answers on the whiteboard. 

· Emphasise the value of recognition, decision-making and action. 

· Ask each small group to follow the recognition, decision-making and action process to analyse the other two photos (D2 & P1). Remind them to record their answers on their BS 3 worksheet. 

· Ask each small group to report to the whole group what their members learnt from doing this exercise.
· Check that all information is presented to the group (see below for the model answers) If need be, present any information missed to the whole group.  
· Remind the group that they are a safer driver if their confidence is based on effectively using this analysis. 

· Remind the group that if individuals want to further develop particular driving skills they can use local driving instructors. They could also give feedback to each other. 

· Explain that the recognition, decision-making and action process also applies when cycling, using a mobility scooter and walking. 
· Recap by emphasising that each participant can improve their safety by effective recognition, decision-making and action to manage the six factors that affect safety.

	Recognition
	Decision making

	image D1: driving scenario
	· Busy urban, multi-lane roundabout. 

· Right-hand approach lane is right turn only. 

· Petrol station entrance and angle-parked vehicles on exit opposite. 

· Pedestrians on right. 

· Fine conditions. Sun, creating shadows.
	· Will white ute on roundabout cut in front of light blue car? 

· Will vehicles exiting roundabout have to stop suddenly for reversing angle parked cars? 

· Will grey vehicle in left-hand approach lane see (and stop for) white car on roundabout?
	· Do not enter the roundabout in front of any vehicle already on it.

· On multi-lane roundabouts, look ahead and follow direction arrows. 

· Maintain your lane throughout the manoeuvre, and indicate your exit or lane change in good time. 

· Watch that your exit isn’t blocked causing you to stop suddenly. 

Note: If you find yourself in the wrong lane, don’t try to cut across, but exit and retry the manoeuvre. 

	image D2: driving scenario
	· Four-lane motorway with single lane on-ramp. 

· Very heavy traffic on motorway. 

· Large slow truck merging from on-ramp into lane one, in front of another vehicle.

· Fine conditions. Sun on left, creating shadows on right.
	· Will car on inside lane collide with rear of truck, or swerve into middle lane (in front of other vehicles). 

· Will the four-wheel drive vehicle cutting in between two cars cause them to brake suddenly?
	Merging:

· Always use the full length of the on-ramp to match your speed to the speed of the traffic you’ll merge with. 

· Check over your shoulder. Don’t just rely on your mirrors to judge the gap you will move into. 

· Indicate your intention to merge. Always be aware of what is behind you in case of emergencies. 

	image P1: pedestrian scenario
	· Pedestrian crossing outside a school. 

· Man stepping onto crossing. 

· Car approaching from the left. 

· Fine conditions. Sun low on right, creating shadows on left.
	· Has the driver seen the pedestrian (though the sun glare)? 

· Will the driver stop?  
· Is the driver aware that they have to stop when someone steps onto crossing (from either side)? Note: Applies unless the crossing is divided by a raised traffic island.
	The pedestrian needs to: 

· look both ways before stepping out. Remember that life-saving second look (Is this supposed to be a separate bullet) 

· make eye contact with the driver to ensure they’ve been seen.

Note: The position of the car over the limit line. (A limit line is marked across each approach to guide drivers stopping at pedestrian crossings.)
