Driving analysis

Safe driving requires all drivers to constantly assess the traffic conditions around them and to quickly:

· recognise hazardous situations

· decide on appropriate actions

· act to avoid a crash.

The six key factors affecting safety are: 
· Weather (rain, fog, ice, snow, wind). This could also include smoke (from burn-offs), dust etc). 
· Road (narrow, winding, hilly, bumpy, slippery surface, loose metal, adverse camber, barriers, road signs, one way bridge railway crossing).
· Light (bright sunlight, glaring headlights, too much light, too little light).
· Traffic (heavy, light, fast, slow, holiday traffic, no traffic), 
· Vehicle (bald tyres, faulty windscreen wipers, brakes, steering, overloaded, towing, no WoF).
· Driver (fatigue, drugs, alcohol, short temper).
