	Objective of this module
	To strengthen participants’ safe decision making by analysing road use scenarios using the recognition, decision making and action process.

	Key content
	Safety risks can be avoided by quickly:

· recognising the hazards
· deciding on appropriate actions
· acting safely. 
Participants analyse driving scenarios involving some risks.       

	Resources 
	To deliver this module you will need:

· a whiteboard and pens

· enough copies of the BS 4 Worksheet for all participants

· one pen for each participant.

	Proposed delivery plan for this module

	· Introduction:

· Explain that in this activity participants will use the ‘recognise, decide and act’ process to analyse their decision making in road-use scenarios. 

· Explain there will be a whole group discussion, followed by a discussion in pairs.

· Ask participants to work in pairs. Ask each pair to discuss scenario 1 on the BS 4 worksheet and complete the recognition and decision making and action sections for this scenario.  

· Ask one pair to report back their recognition answers to the whole group. Record these on the whiteboard under recognition.  
· Ask the other pair to report back their decision making and action answers to the whole group. Record these on the whiteboard under decision making and action. 

· Ask participants to share with their partner what their first reaction might be if faced with this situation. Ask them to be honest and to acknowledge they may make unsafe decisions, based on emotion or under stress. 

· Ask each pair to discuss scenario 2 on the BS 4 worksheet and complete the recognition and decision making and action sections for this scenario.  
· Ask the pairs to return to the whole group and briefly report back what they have learnt they need to focus on to improve their safety.
· Remind the group that they are a safer driver if their confidence is based on effectively using this decision making approach. 
· Remind the group that if individuals want to further develop particular driving skills they can use local driving instructors. They could also give feedback to each other. 

· Recap by emphasising that taking time to think will allow you to recognise hazards and decide on a safe action that can help you and others avoid risks which is preferable to an immediate, emotional or stressed reaction.
