	Objective of this module
	Participants will commit to taking responsibility for their own driving safety.

	Key content
	Every driver is responsible for their own safety, regardless of the actions of others and the conditions affecting them. 

	Resources 
	To deliver this module you will need:

· a whiteboard and pens

· workshop PowerPoint. 

	Proposed delivery plan for this module

	· Introduction

· Explain that this activity covers responsibility for driving safety.  

· Explain that there will be a whole group discussion. 

· Have written on the whiteboard or use PowerPoint:    

           ‘What responsibility do other road users have towards me?’
· Ask for individuals to call out answers to this question and record them on the whiteboard. 
· Conclude by summarising the answers as: compliance with road rules, courtesy (letting us into the traffic), consideration (always do everything possible to avoid colliding with us), communication (letting us know what they intend to do, in time).   

· Write on the whiteboard or use PowerPoint:
                  ‘What responsibilities do I have towards other road users?’
· Ask for individuals to call out answers to these questions and record them on the whiteboard. 
· Conclude by summarising the answers as: being safe by complying with road rules, courtesy, consideration and effective communication. In short: Do unto others as you would have others do unto you!

· Write the following key statement on the whiteboard or use PowerPoint: 
‘Responsibility for my safety rests with ME, regardless of the actions of others and the 

          conditions affecting me.’
As a whole group, briefly discuss what is meant by ‘the actions of others’. If appropriate, briefly identify incidents where the actions of others could endanger us. This might mean being in a situation where we have to give up our right of way to avoid a crash, eg braking to avoid a car pulling out in front of us from a stop sign or opening up a space to give a dangerously overtaking car room to pull in. Reinforce that this is a good key statement for participants to remember their personal role in road safety. 
Note: This is also a good key statement to refer to when discussions occur in workshops around the problems of ‘other’ road users. Remind them that someone else’s wrongdoing never gives us the right to have a crash with them or cause them to crash with us. 
· Remind the group that they need to have strategies and skills to manage road situations and to compensate for the effect of ageing on their driving. This will give them an appropriate level of confidence. 

· Remind the group that if individuals want to have a more in-depth assessment of their driving or to further develop particular driving skills they can use local driving instructors. They could also give feedback to each other. 

· Recap by confirming general agreement that responsibility for safety lies with each participant.
