	Objective of this module
	Participants will know the give way rules and be motivated to use them. 

	Key content
	Road users must stop or give way as necessary at stop signs, give-way signs and traffic signals. 
The give way rules:     
· If you are turning, give way to traffic not turning. 
· New rule from 25 March 2012: If two vehicles are facing each other at an intersection, vehicles turning right will need to give way to left turning vehicles coming from the opposite direction. This only applies if they’re both facing no signs or signals or the same signs or signals.  Think: If you’re turning right, give way.
· New rule from 25 March 2012: When you’re turning right from the bottom of an uncontrolled T-intersection or driveway you will need to give way to all vehicles at the top of the T. Think: Top of the T goes before me.
· If all other give way rules do not determine who gives way then give way to traffic crossing or approaching from your right. 

· You should always be prepared to give way, even if legally you don’t have to, to prevent a crash.
· Remember that life-saving second look before moving off at intersections.
· Flush medians provide a safer place to wait before turning right or merging left.

Note: Uncontrolled intersections are not controlled by stop signs, give way signs, traffic lights or a police officer on point duty. Give way rules apply where two vehicles are controlled by no signs or signals or the same give way/stop signs/green signals.

	· Introduction:

· Say that this activity is to explain the give way rules and to motivate participants to use them.

· Explain that you will play the DVD, then there will be a whole group discussion and a small group discussion. After that participants will complete the worksheet.
· Play DVD SJ 1 Intersections and give way rules (make sure it’s the March 2012 version of the DVD with the updated give way rules on it). 
· Prompt discussion by asking What are the key give way rules?
· Record participants’ suggestions on the whiteboard. Respond to questions and discuss any issues raised.   

· Explain the give way rules. 
· Break into small groups (3-5 participants in each). Ask each group to review and discuss the give way rules in the Keeping moving book.
· Have the small groups stay seated together. Ask participants to complete the sentences on the SJ 1 worksheet. Encourage participants to discuss their answers with others in their small groups.

· Go through the worksheet sentences, give the correct information (see below for model answers), respond to questions and discuss any issues raised. 
· Remind the group that they are a safer driver if their confidence is based on effectively following the rules for intersections and giving way.

· Remind the group that if individuals want to learn more about how to safely manage particular road situations they can use local driving instructors. They could also give feedback to each other. 

· Explain that these give way rules also apply when cycling. 
· Recap by emphasising that the give way rules are vital to driving safely and remind participants they can always check them in the Keeping moving book.

Model answers for completed questions on SJ 1 worksheet
· If you are turning, give way to traffic not turning. 
· If you are turning right and a vehicle is coming towards you and turning left, you should give way if you’re both facing no signs or signals or the same signs or signals. Think: If you’re turning right, give way.
· If you are turning right from the bottom of an uncontrolled T-intersection or driveway you will need to give way to all vehicles at the top of the T. Think: Top of the T goes before me.
· At all other times, give way to traffic crossing or approaching from your right.

· You should always be prepared to give way, even if legally you don’t have to, to prevent a crash. 
· Remember that lifesaving second look before moving off at intersections.
· Flush medians provide a safer place to wait before turning right or merging left.
