Intersection and give way rules
Please complete the following questions:

· If you are turning, give way to traffic n _ _ turning. 
· If you are turning right and a vehicle is coming towards you and turning left, you should g _ _ _ w _ _ if you’re both facing no signs or signals or the same signs or signals. Think: If you’re turning r_ _ _ _, give way.
· If you are turning right from the bottom of an uncontrolled T-intersection or driveway you will need to g _ _ _ w _ _ to all vehicles at the top of the T.  Think: T_ _ of the T goes before m _.
· You should ALWAYS be prepared to g _ _ _ w _ _ even if legally you don’t have to, to prevent a crash.
· Remember that life-saving s _ _ _ _ _ l _ _ _ before moving off at intersections.
· Flush medians provide a safer place to wait before turning 

r _ _ _ _ or merging l _ _ _.
Think about how these rules will make you a safer driver. 

These rules also apply if you are cycling. Use them every time you’re on the road.
