Roundabouts and traffic lights
Please complete the following questions:
Roundabouts

· When approaching roundabouts, search for and follow direction a _ _ _ _ _.

· If you plan to take the first or second exit road, use the l _ _ _ -hand approach lane.

· For the third or subsequent exits use the r _ _ _ _ -hand approach lane. Make a right turn signal as you approach and enter the roundabout.

· However, b _ a _ _ _ _ that lane arrows may vary at different locations.

· Signal your exit using a l _ _ _ indicator as you pass the road 
p _ _ _ _ to the one you are going to take.
· If the roundabout is marked in lanes, s _ _ _ within the lane throughout the whole manoeuvre.

· Before you exit or change lanes, check your b _ _ _ _s _ _ _ on either side in case someone has moved up alongside you.
Traffic lights

· A red arrow means you m _ _ _ n _ _ proceed in that direction, regardless of any other green light.

· You must s _ _ _ at a full yellow light or arrow unless it is unsafe to do so.
Think about how these rules will make you a safer driver. 
If you want to learn more about how to safely manage particular road situations you can contact a local driving instructor for a practical coaching session suitable for senior drivers. 
These rules also apply if you are cycling. Use them every time you’re on the road.
