Motorways and open roads

Motorways
· Merging too slowly into traffic can be hazardous. Use the entire length of the o _ - r _ _ _ to adjust your speed to match that of the motorway traffic.

· Merge like a z _ _, checking your blind spot before merging or changing lanes.
· Maintain a t _ _ second following distance and indicate 
a _ l _ _ _ _ three seconds before changing lanes or exiting the motorway.
· If you are uncomfortable driving at the speed limit use the 
l _ _ _ lane.

Open roads
· If you are being tailgated or you are at the head of a long queue of traffic, consider moving as far l _ _ _ as possible to encourage the traffic to pass.
· If it is safe to do so, you may drive across the continuous    w_ _ _ _ line on the left of the roadway to allow following 
traffic to pass.

· When entering a highway and traffic is approaching, if in     d _ _ _ _ don’t go o ___.

· When turning right into a side road, signal in good time and drive across the cross-hatching into the t _ _ _ _ _ _ bay.

Think about how these rules will make you a safer driver.

If you are cycling you are not allowed on a motorway. If cycling on open roads keep well to the left and stop before intersections to decide on the safest way through.
