The SH2 Eastern Corridor aims 
to provide an efficient and 
reliable route for freight to and 
from the Port of Tauranga.
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The Tauranga Eastern Corridor includes the Maunganui-Girven and  
Te Maunga intersections, Hewletts Road and the Tauranga Eastern Link.

The Tauranga Eastern Link project is due to deliver a 24 minute return 
journey time saving between Paengaroa and the Te Maunga (SH2/SH29) 
intersection and will improve reliability for freight traffic to the Port.

The preferred option for the Baypark to Bayfair link upgrade will deliver a 
greater level of efficiency and safety and will provide an effective and  
more resilient network for the future.
